MODULE DESCRIPTION

This course develops students’ language skills. Particular emphasis is placed on listening, and on written and
oral expression. Students learn to understand foreign language texts, use of the language correctly and
confidently, and understand the foreign culture through foreign language learning. Topics include: listening,

speaking, reading and writing.

The objective of this course is to provide the students with a basic understanding of the Portuguese language
structure and to enhance their social skills and understanding across boundaries. Activities such as dialogue
building, pair and group work or role-play will enable the students to develop their listening, reading,
speaking and writing skills. Students will be faced with a simple but large variety of situations in order to

develop their communicative competence.
