MODULE DESCRIPTION

The primary focus of this module is to reinforce students’ English proficiency at the high-intermediate (B2)
level, particularly in the skills of reading supported with discussions of grammar usage. The intent of the
syllabus is to help solidify students’ ability to read and understand narrative and expository passages, and
to analyze the contents critically and the text stylistically. Student’s proficiency in the English language is

imperative to their ability to translate between the English and Chinese languages.
